North West Training Centre is pleased to offer access to the Internet.  The computers may be used for traditional purposes such as word processing, spreadsheets or databases but if you wish to use e-mail or the internet you must show that you accept these guidelines and rules by signing the accompanying register. 

Safety

Access to e-mail and the Internet will enable you to explore thousands of libraries, museums and other sources of information and to exchange personal communication with Internet users around the world.  You should be aware that some material accessible via the Internet is illegal, defamatory, inaccurate, pornographic, obscene or potentially offensive in other ways. 

Terms of Use

The use of the Internet is by consent and is not a right; it may be taken away if abused.  The User is personally responsible for his/her actions in accessing and utilizing the computer and through it the Internet.

Privacy – NWTC cannot be held responsible for breaches of privacy caused by Users who do not secure personal e-mail and other accounts by signing out when completing transactions.  Please always sign out of your accounts before shutting down the computer.
Storage capacity – Users are not permitted to store any data on the computers save exercise material provided in North West Training Centre ICT workshops.

Illegal Copying – Users should not download or install any commercial software, shareware, freeware onto the computer’s hard disk.  Copying other people’s work or intruding into other people’s files is not permitted.

· Encourages illegal behavior

· Involve anonymous communication
